However, although the risk of contracting illness is extremely small, sensible precautions should be taken as follows; avoid full immersion in the water, cover all cutes and abrasions with waterproof dressings before contact with water, wash all exposed skin after contact with the water and before eating and do not put wet ropes, fishing lines or other objects in your mouth.
